paper and reading it right off...)
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Did you like traveling generally?

Have you travelled to this place with other people?
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Chinese students need to know that... when we are grading... it's not like you can say something

that gives you a mark up... you need to consistently demonstrate your ability to speak at that

certain level for us to give them the grade they deserve... Similarly, we will not penalize you

just because you've made one or two mistakes... they need to consistently make the same
mistake for us to lock down on the negative features in the criteria in order for us to take down
one band score.... Please stop thinking of this exam as an exam that you can score points or lose

points... the students all fit into criteria... and fitting criteria is not about scoring or losing...
