The Oxford Picture Dictionary enables your students to
learn and use English in all aspects of their daily lives.
The 140 key topics cover home and family, the
workplace, the community, health care, and academic
studies.

Preview the topic

A good way to begin any lesson is to talk with
students to determine what they already know about the
topic. Some different ways to do this are:

* Ask general questions related to the topic;

 Have students brainstorm a list of words they know
from the topic; or

* Ask questions about the picture(s) on the page.

Present the vocabulary

Once you've discovered which words your students
already know, you are ready to focus on presenting the
words they need. Introducing 10-15 new words in a
lesson allows students to really learn the new words. On
pages where the word lists are longer, and students are
unfamiliar with many of the words, you may wish to
introduce the words by categories or sections, or simply
choose the words you want in the lesson.

Here are four different presentation techniques. The
techniques you choose will depend on the topic being
studied and the level of your students.

 Say each new word and describe or define it within
the context of the picture.

Demonstrate verbs or verb sequences for the students,
and have volunteers demonstrate the actions as you
say them.

Use Total Physical Response commands to build

comprehension of the vocabulary: Put the pencil on

your book. Put it on your notebook. Put it on your
lesk.

« Ask a series of questions to build comprehension and
give students an opportunity to say the new words:



» Begin with yes/no questions. Is #16 chalk? (yes)

» Progress to or questions. Is #16 chalk or a marker?
(chalk)

» Finally ask Wh questions.

What can | use to write on this paper? (a marker/ Use
a marker.)

Check comprehension

Before moving on to the practice stage, it is helpful to
be sure all students understand the target vocabulary.
There are many different things you can do to check
students’ understanding. Here are two activities to try:

* Tell students to open their books and point to the
items they hear you say. Call out target vocabulary at
random as you walk around the room checking to see
if students are pointing to the correct pictures.

Make true/false statements about the target vocabulary.
Have students hold up two fingers for true, three
fingers for false. You can write with a marker. [two
fingers] You raise your notebook to talk to the teacher.
[three fingers]

Take a moment to review any words with which
students are having difficulty before beginning the
practice activities.

Practice the vocabulary

Guided practice activities give your students an
opportunity to use the new vocabulary in meaningful
communication. The exercises at the bottom of the
pages are one source of guided practice activities.

« Talk about... This activity gives students an
opportunity to practice the target vocabulary through
sentence substitutions with meaningful topics.

eg. Talk about your feelings.
1 feel happy when I see my friends

* Practice... This activity gives students practice using
the vocabulary within common conversational
functions such as making introductions, ordering food,
making requests, etc.

eg. Practice asking for things in the dining room.
Please pass the platter.
May I have the creamer?

Could | have a fork, please?

Use the new language. This activity asks students to
brainstorm words within various categories, or may

ask them to apply what they have learned to another
topic in the dictionary. For example, on Colors, page
12, students are asked to look at Clothing I, pages

64-65, and name the colors of the clothing they see.

* Share your answers. These questions provide students
with an opportunity to expand their use of the target
vocabulary in personalized discussion. Students can
ask and answer these questions in whole class
discussions, pair or group work, or they can write the
answers as journal entries.

Further guided and communicative practice can be
found in the Oxford Picture Dictionary Teacher’s Book
and in Classic Classroom Activities. The Oxford Picture
Dictionary Beginning and Intermediate Workbooks and
Read All About It 1 and 2 provide your students with
controlled and communicative reading and writing
practice.

Index

Two numbers are shown after words in the index: the first refers to the page where the word is illustrated and the
second refers (o the item number of the word on that page. For example, cool [kool] 10-3 means that the word cool
is item number 3 on page 10. If only the bold page number appears, then that word is part of the unit title or subtitle,
or is found somewhere else on the page. A bold number followed by 4 means the word can be found in the exercise
space at the bottom of that page.

Words or combinations of words that appear in bold type are used as verbs or verb phrases. Words used as other
parts of speech are shown in ordinary type. So, for example, file (in bold type) is the verb file, while file (in ordinary
type) is the noun file. Words or phrases in small capital letters (for example, HOLIDAYS) form unit titles.

Phrases and other words that form combinations with an individual word entry are often listed underneath it. Rather
than repeating the word each time it occurs in combination with what is lsted under it,the word is replaced by three
dots (...), called an ellipsis. For example, under the word bus, you will find ...driver and ...stop meaning bus driver and
bus stop. Under the word store you will find shoe... and toy..., meaning shoe store and toy store.

Pronunciation Guide

The index includes a pronunciation guide for all the words and phrases illustrated in the book. This guide uses
symbols commonly found in dictionaries for native speakers. These symbols, unlike those used in pronunciation
systems such as the International Phonetic Alphabet, tend to use Enghsh spe“ing patterns and so should help you to
become more aware of the connections between written English and spoken English.

All the pronunciation symbols used are alphabetical except for the schwa [a]. The schwa is the most frequent vowel
sound in English. If you use the schwa appropriately in unstressed syllables, your pronunciation will sound more
natural.

Vowels before [r] are shown with the symbol || to call attention to the special quality that vowels have before [r].
(Note that the symbols [ii] and (5] are also used for vowels not followed by |r], as in box or claw.) You should listen
carefully to native speakers to discover how these vowels actually sound.

Stress

This index follows the system for marking stress used in many dictionaries for native speakers.

1. Stress is not marked if a word consisting of a single syllable occurs by itself.
2. Where stress is marked, two levels are distinguished:

a bold accent |7] is placed after each syllable with primary (or strong) stress, a light accent [/] is placed after each

syllable with secondary (or weaker) stress.

In phrases and other combinations of words, stress is indicated for each word as it would be pronounced within
the whole phrase or other unit. If a word consisting of a single syllable is stressed in the combinations listed below it,
the accent mark indicating the degree of stress it has in the phrases (primary or secondary) is shown in parentheses. A
hyphen replaces any part of a word or phrase that is omitted. For example, bus [biis(/~)] shows that the word bus is
said with primary stress in the combinations shown below it. The word ...driver [-dri/var], listed under bus, shows
that driver has secondary stress in the combination bus driver: [biis/ drifvar).

Syllable Boundaries

Syllable boundaries are indicated by a single space or by a stress mark.

Note: The pronunciations shown in this index are based on patterns of American English. There has been no attempt to represent all
of the varieties of American English. Students should listen to native speakers to hear how the language actually sounds in a particular
region.
