有同学问，那时态重要吗？？
如果题目是一般现在时，你在回答中用了过去式、未来时，这个完全没有关系。但如果你在该说过去时态的时候，用错了，这个就叫语法错误。

描述一个你找到的安静的地方

来看一个回答：
· （第一点就基本把这道题说完了哈哈哈）Well I’m going to talk about the café not very far from my apartment. It’s named Sunshine Café. I found this place three years ago when I first moved to this neighborhood. I was walking around and I just saw it. I stepped in for an Americano and fell in love with this peaceful place.  
· （这一小段是一般现在时）Now, it’s my favorite place to hang out, you know, to do some reading, to chat with my friends and simply to enjoy the music they play there. 
大家有没有发现，这两段基本上把前三点where、when、what都说完了，但是根本没法说到一分半，怎么办呢？

这道题Describe a quiet place you have found 题目看起来是过去时态的，但基本上属于一般现在时。让你描述一个平常去的安静的地方，在哪里，做什么，都是一般现在的情况，只是在如何找到这个地方的时候有了过去式。

我们来试试看PPF方法（P: Past P: Present F: Future），除了一般现在时，加点别的时态～

过去式：讲了一个上一次去咖啡厅的经历。
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讲故事是一个很屌丝但很实用的方法。讲一个小故事，把细节性的经历给出来，你会发现说两分钟蛮容易的。这个故事，我想说的话，我还可以继续说。

有同学会问，老师，这样说别的事情会不会跑题呢？不会。雅思口语考试想跑题的难度约等于 雅思写作考试不跑题的难度。😄雅思写作，你使劲不想跑题，但还是容易跑。。雅思口语就不一样了，你想跑，嘿，还跑不了。帅哥在两年前的考试中，曾经遇到考官问你未来是否会去一个有很多阳光的地方？这道题明晃晃是未来的题，will。但是帅哥讲的是，我刚从那儿回来，我去了斐济。说实话，这是两年前考试，那时候帅哥说完还有点担心，会不会有问题。但最后，口语9分，满分，说明考官并不care这些。

某同学：老师，我过去时态老是说不好，有什么办法可以让我不说过去时啊？
帅哥：这个完全没有办法。过去式就算你逼着自己不说，你在考试中也会说的，考官也会想听你过去时的能力。训练办法是，每天拿出一小段时间，只说过去时，其他时态完全不添加。

PPF方法（P: Past P: Present F: Future）中，我们试试看future的部分，未来～
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虽然前边几句话不是未来时，但是是为了引出后面的回顾过去，是同一个功能。

事实上，真正答这道题，什么地方、怎么找到的、在那儿做什么，我们在答案里没有说很多。如果你上过我们的课，我会帮助你学会这些小点如何去扩展。

但是，如果你就是不知道怎么扩展小点，你照样还说可以很充分去回答这道题。问的是现在，你可以添加过去；添加过去的时候，讲个故事，给出足够的细节；不要只告诉我曾经，你要告诉我什么时候；不要只告诉我去年，你要告诉我是去年的几月份，甚至是哪一天；不要只告诉我是跟朋友，你要告诉我你跟谁；不要只告诉我你在那里聊天，你要告诉我你聊了什么天。这些细节都添加上，就可以很充分了。当然，说过去的时候，时态可能用不对，但是过去时态躲不开！你就要努力练习。你可以添加未来，下一次去是什么时候－给个时间，下次去是跟谁－给个人物。

某同学：跑题也没事吧？只要流利，分儿就不会低吧？
帅哥：不对。评分标准是流利度连贯性、词汇资源、语法广度与准度、发音。考官根据四项评分标准给你打分。四项都重要。刚才那些答题内容，稍微离了远了一点，听起来有点牵强，但是它不在评分标准里面。我们从来没说过只要流利就ok。只是因为内容说什么不在评分标准里，所以我们说什么，并不重要。不可以因为它不重要，而认为只有一个东西（流利度）重要，这是不完整的看法。

某同学：一定要说够两分钟吗？没说够扣分吗？
帅哥：说得太短肯定扣，半分钟都说不下去，肯定扣。如果说了一分40秒，差不多，就没事儿。如果说了一分20秒，考官让你再说点，也没事儿。

某同学：题目要求说一种语言，可以说不止一种吗？
