The graph shows how the amount of water used worldwide changed between 1200 and 2000.

Throughout the century, the iargest quaniity of water was used for agricultural purposes, and this
increased dramatically from about 500 km? to around 3.000 km?® in the year 2000. Water used in the
industrial and domestic sectors also increased, but consumption was minimal until mid-century. Fromi
1950 onwards, industrial use grew steadily to just over 1,000 km?, while domestic use rose more slowly to
only 300 km?, both far below the levels of consumption by agriculture.

The table illustrates the differences in agricultural consumption in some areas of the world by
contrasting the amount of irrigated land in Brazil (26,500 km?) with that in the D.R.C (100 km?). This
means that a huge amount of water is used in agriculture in Brazil, and this is raflected in the figures for
water consumption per person: 359 m® compared with only 8 m? in Congo. With a population of 176 million,
the figures for Brazil indicate how high agricultural water consumption can be in some countries.

The first diagram shows that there are four main stages in the life of the silkworm. First of all, eggs are
produced by the moth and it takes ten days for each egg to become a silkworm larva that feeds on
mulberry leaves. This stage lasts for up to six weeks until the larva produces a cocoon of silk thread
around itself. After a period of about three weeks, the adult moths eventually emerge from these cocoons
and the life cycle begins again.

The cocoons are the raw material used for the production of silk cloth. Once selected, they are boiled
in water and the threads can be separated in the unwinding stage. Each thread is between 300 and 900
metres long, which means they can be twisted together, dyed and then used to preduce cloth in the
weaving stage.

Overall, the diagrams show that the cocoon stage of the silkworm can be used to produce silk cloth
through a very simple process.

A lot of innovations are made with the aim of making
money for a few. This is because it is the rich and powerful people in our society who are able to impose
changes (such as in working conditions or property developments ) that are in their own interests.

In conclusion, | would say that change can be stimulating and energizing for individuals when they
pursue it themselves, but that all change, including that which is imposed on people, does not necessarily
have good outcomes.

| tend to agree that young children can be negatively affected by too much time spent on the computer
every day. This is partly because sitting in front of a screen for too loiig can be damaging to both the eyes
and the physical posture of a young child, regardless of what they are using the computer for.

However, the main concern is about the type of computer activities that atiract children. These are
often electronic games that tend to be very intense and rather violent. The player is usually the “hero’ of
the game and too much exposure can encourage children to be seli-centred and insensitive to others.

Even when children use a computer for other purposes, such as getting information or emailing
friends, it is no substitute for human interaction. Spending time with other children and sharing non-virtuai
experiences is an important part of a child's development that cannot be provided by a computer.

In spite of this, the obvious benefits of computer skills for young children cannot be denied. Their adult
world will be changing constantly in terms of technology and the Intemet is the key to all the knowledge
and information available in the world today. Therefore it is important that children learn at an early age to
use the equipment enthusiastically and with confidence as they will need these skills throughout their
studies and working lives.

i think the main point is to make sure that young children do not overuse computers. Parents must
ensure that their children iearn o enjoy other kinds of activity and not simpiy sit at home, learning to live in
a virtual world.
