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The charts show how people spent their time every day in two different years. It is clear
that people were busier with work and commuting also took more time in 2008

People spent the largest proportion of their time working in both years, and it is clear that
the figure rose significantly from 33% to 42%. Interestingly, there was also a four-fold
increase in the time they spent commuting to work, reaching 8% in 2008 In contrast, a
‘smaller proportion of time was sed for sleeping, dropping from 32% to 23% during these
50 years, meaning that people slept less.

The increase in work-related time had a direct impact on the time available for other
activities. While the time spent on family or social life dropped significantly to 8%, the.
figure for ‘other activities' remained constant at 8%. Relaxing at home was the only non-
work activity that saw a rise from 8% to 13%.

Overall. people spent more time working than any other activity in both years. The
proportion of time for work-related activities (including travelling to work) increased, while
the figures for other activities all declined (with the exception of relaxing at home).
