I had always had the impression that running an
air conditioner required a lot of electricity. If the ad was true, putting on a Midea air conditioner for one night
would cost a mere 50 cents. That could mean a monthly saving of several hundred yuan compared with having

one from another brand. I was deeply impressed by the promotion and made a purchase soon afterwards.

After a while, I was dismayed to discover that the machine did not live up to its promise. There was no
noticeable reduction in my electricity bill during the summer time. And many users had shared similar
observations online. Midea eventually clarified their advertisement. According to them, the “one kilowatt of
electricity a night” result could only be achieved when certain conditions were met. Among other things, the
room had to be less than eight square meters in size and the outside temperature must not exceed 25 degrees

Celsius.

I found Midea’s practice really irritating. It was sheer deceit on their part, plain and simple. Promotions are
meant to increase brand awareness and sales of products, but false advertising can be ultimately self-defeating.

I, for one, would never buy a Midea air conditioner ever again.
