As we gaze at (%1l) the

moon while sipping on the tea (/NOIEZX) , we do/solve riddles (355 i4) . It is a tradition to write riddles on a small piece

of paper and let other people guess the answer, you know, to spice it up (=¥, WSR) and make it more exciting.

My understanding is that, back in the old days (F£RALLHi) in ancient China, people’s ways of getting entertained (3%

F) were quite limited, they didn't have TV, radio, hot even newspapers. Therefore, solving riddles was like an

interactive and fun game that everyone could participate in. it added more fun and could bring people together.

That’s why | love this festival. It's a time when family get reunited (FZ) and spend quality time together. We taste

mooncakes, we talk and laugh, share stories, practise gratitude (S22 .1 have so many fond memories about this

day.
So, yeh, that's the traditional celebration. Thank you.
