• Describe a difficult decision that you once made

• you should say:
• what the decision was
• when you made this decision
• how long it took to make the decision

• and explain why it was difficult to make



• Describe a time when you received good service 

• you should say:
• what the service was
• when you received it
• who you were with

• and explain why you think it was good service



• Describe something you do that is a waste of time 

• you should say:
• what it is
• when you usually do it
• why you do it

• and explain why you think it is a waste of time



• Describe a famous athlete you know

• you should say:
• who he / she is
• how you know him / her
• what he / she has achieved

• and explain why he / she is famous



• Describe a town or city where you would like to live in the 
future

• you should say:
• where it is
• how you know this town or city 
• what it is famous for

• and explain why you would like to live there
