Similarly, in Central and South America, the number of men for 100 women declined to 97.5, although the numbers of men and women were the same in 1950. Africa and Europe were two areas where the female population was bigger in both years. The figure for Africa increased slightly to 99.2 in 2005, and Europe, which had the lowest ratio of men to women in 1950, saw a significant rise to 92.8. Overall, the ratio of men to women dropped in four regions, while the figures for Europe and Africa saw the opposite trend.
