The chart compares two schools in terms of students’favourite subjects. The biggest gap between two schools is in sport, in which 35 out of 60 students in school A regard this as their favourite subject, in contrast to only five students in school B. Craft/drawing is the most popular subject (25) in school B, while only a small number of students favour this subject in school A. There are also striking differences between these schools in the preferences for science and languages. 15 students in school B are keen to take language courses, three times higher than the figure for school A. Furthermore, 9 students in school A choose science, compared with only 2 students in school B. The gap is narrow in social science. Overall, students in these two schools are fond of different subjects. While students in school A predominantly love sports, the most popular option for those in school B is craft and drawing.
