It is common for younger generations of rural communities to move to urban areas for educational or work opportunities. This choice may not be suitable for everybody, and it may worsen regional disparity.
Young people flock to cities primarily because there are many employment opportunities. It is easy for them to earn a high salary. They can undergo training and enjoy wider access to education to enhance their working skills, which can contribute to their career advancement.  In contrast, they are less likely to break the cycle of poverty in the hometown because of the lack of educational services.
Young people who choose to study or work in cities may not be able to adapt to a competitive world or cope with stress, thereby feeling frustrated sometimes.  This is possibly because they are not equipped with skills to fit into the workplace effectively. Another reason is that their parents or relations cannot give them emotional support. They may suffer from insomnia, depression and other types of emotional disorder.
This trend can also have a negative effect on the economic growth of rural communities. The severe shortage of labour will become a problem in these areas, which means that productivity decreases and the yield of farms suffers. The progress in technology is also limited because fewer people are likely to embrace and apply advanced technology. The gap between cities and the countryside will widen.
In conclusion, the main reason for young people’s decision to leave their hometowns is that they want to find well-paid jobs in large cities.  However, I believe that this benefit is outweighed by some problems such as the higher level of poverty of rural areas.
