1、爆破音中的清辅音 p t k结尾的发音
爆破音在朗读过程中的作用是举足轻重的，爆破音处理的好坏直接影响到朗读的效果。英语的爆破音共有三对。
发音方法是：使气流在口腔某处成阻，再让气流冲决阻碍，爆破生音，因此叫爆破音。
英语的六个爆破音中：/p/和/b/的发音部位是双唇；/t/和/d/的发音部位是舌尖和齿龈；/k/和/g/发音时，则是用舌后部触软腭形成阻塞而爆破生音。
其中/p/，/t/和/k/是清辅音，因为发这三个音时声带无需振动。相反的，/b/，/d/和/g/在发音时，声带振动，是浊辅音。
当p t k处于词尾时，并与他们后面的元音连读时，清辅音的送气会减少。
英语里这种结尾的单词极多。如：男孩取名：Eric，发成Erica（女生名字）；soup发成soupu，这是母语的影响，因为在汉语中，爆破音是不能作为一个音节的结尾，后面必定跟着一个元音。因此，中国学生往往在后面加上一个元音来帮助结束这个音节。
注意：当p t k处于词尾时，有可能出现不完全爆破，只出现口型。

（1） /l/的发音有两种：
一种是在单词开头的轻音，比如：light。发轻音的[l]的时候，将舌尖抵住上牙，从舌头两边送气发音（这个音在语言学上叫做边音）。
一种是在单词中间比较重的音，比如：valley。发重音的/l/发音很相似，只是舌头的位置要靠后一些。
对于有些英语方言，l在结尾的时候常有变化，比如leaf, feel；甚至被省略，听不出来，比如pal。
（2） /r/和重读的/l/类似，但是嘴要噘出来，舌尖后卷。最重要的是，不要碰到上牙，比如right, wrong, sorry, arrange。
/r/ 在单词或单词中的一个音节结尾处，英音和美音的区别很大。英音不发音、美音会有儿化音。例如：Car, card, bored, hear, heard。
但是英音的这个发音，在句子中当后面一个词是元音开头，r会和后面的元音连读会发音，比如 my car is blue.

很多人发音[l]和[r]会有问题，主要的原因是母语中这两个音不区分。
2、句子重音
判别句子重音是正确朗读英语句子的关键之一。
应遵循的基本原则如下：
（1）一般性原则：
在通常情况下，实义词（即表达明确概念的词）通常重读。
根据这一原则，应该重读的词为：名词，代词，形容词，副词，数词，介词。动词较为特殊：实义动词重读；be动词在句首时重读；助动词或情态动词在句首时，或与not构成缩写形式时重读。
（2）新信息原则
在问答情况下，再次出现的不含有新信息的实义词，通常不重读。表示新信息的词要重读。
（3）强化性原则
为强调某词，无论是实词还是虚词，均须重读。
（4）对比性原则
有些词，虽不属重读范围，但是讲话者在答话时却特别强调，想与问句中的某中心词形成强烈的比照，这些词亦应重读。
总结：
在回答问题时：实词要重读；回答中的关键词重读；为强调回答中的某个词，或要与考官的问题形成对比时，要重读。

话语标记语是口语交际中十分常见的话语现象，是言语交际过程中不可缺少的组成部分，具有多种实用有效的语言功能。与其他语句成份相比，它们看似没有太多的实际含义，可有可无，但在现实生活中，却像润滑剂一样，为话语理解提供辅助信息标记。作为动态话语信息的标志，它准确反映说话人话语生成、发展、转化的思维过程，有效地完成语句之间、交际情景中各种相关因素的衔接与连贯，使人们口头交际的各个环节更加流畅、生动、自然。
由于东西方社会文化背景的较大差异，这些英语中标记语往往体现出英语民族语言文化的特色，母语者使用起来毫不费力。我们常常可以发现，因为受到母语语用意识的影响，西方人和中国人会使用完全不同的表达方式和话语标记语，表现他们心理情绪变化的语气、语调、节奏和声响语。

第二部分 Grammar

在英语表达里，我们会把一群在意义和语法上具有相近联系的词连在一起来说，来帮助我们更好的表达意思。这一群在意义和语法上具有相近联系的词，我们叫做意群sense-groups。同一意群中的词与词的关系紧密相关，密不可分，否则就会引起误解。
1、意群是一个信息单位，它可以表达相似的完整的意义。
例句：The Japanese / for some reason or other / drive on the left / like the Westerners.

2、意群也是一个音韵单位。
（1）每个意群都是一个音群，它也导致了一个特殊的音调的模式。
（2）每个意群至少由一个韵群组成的，也展示了特殊的韵律形式。
在雅思口语考试中，考官在检测发音的时候，也会注意听我们能否将信息和观点区分出来，也就是是否以意群为单位来表达。
通常利用一些pronunciation features来帮助意群表达，最重要的有linking, pauses和pitch。
· “停顿”是在意群之间进行的，它是根据语意、语速的需要而自然产生的一种语音停顿现象；
· “连读”是在一个意群内进行的，它是在说话较快时自然产生的一种语音连读现象；
· “音调”通常来说一个意群没有表达完结的时候，发音会保持上扬或持平；然而，如果这个信息我们已经说完了，我们则会在最后降调。
本单元关注重点：停顿。

语音中的停顿可以理解为一个中途的休息。在我们说英语的时候，依据句子的长短把句子分成不同的部分。我们频繁地用到停顿主要是为了发音更清晰、强调或者只是要缓口气。语音的停顿不是随意出现的，是与音群联系的，它趋向要把音的气流分割成与语法和词汇相关的部分。停顿可以出现在意群中。当一个群体在语法上，和下一个群体不是很紧密联系的时候，就可以有个稍稍的停顿了。
停顿的改变在频率和长度上是为了响应一下音素的改变：写作的风格、语音的速度、情感和个人爱好等等。语音在给我们提供一个“空间”去满足说话者和听众的需要。
尽管英语对于停顿没有固定的规则，在这里还是有些建议来指导我们何时和如何停顿。
1、不要在下面的音素间给予停顿。
（1） 冠词和名词( a coat )

（2） 形容词和名词( new dress )

（3） 助动词和主动词( will come )

（4） 介词和它的宾语( on Saturday )

第二部分 Pronunciation

英语的节奏：
英语语言的节奏以重音为基础。它是重读(Stressed)和非重读(Unstressed)音节有规律地交替出现的一种模式。节奏的最小单位是节奏群，它是由一个重读音节和位于该音节前后的若干个非重读者节组成。重读音节前面的非重读音节是轻音节拍(Silent beat)，一般读起来较快、较短、较弱。位于重读音节后面的非重读音节，发音长度同重读音节几乎一样。这样的长短轻重缓急便构成了英语所固有的那种韵律，也就是节奏。
节奏是英语的重要特点，许多现代语言学著作都指出英语发音中最重要、最本质同时也可能是最影响交际的是节奏。如果每个词都说得一样轻，或者一样重，没有高低起伏，没有强弱及快慢的变化和对比，这样说出来的话不仅不像英语，听话的人也难以从说话人的表述中获取有效信息，更无从知道说话人的爱憎与好恶。因此，我们平时用英语交流时不仅要注意表达思想内涵，还要注意说话的节奏。这样才能相互准确传达感情，勾通思想，使交流和谐顺达。
影响节奏的几个因素：
1. 句子重音
两个主要作用:

(1) 它从语法、语义或者说话者的态度出发，突出句子中重要的词语；
(2) 它是形成句子节奏结构的基础。
具体说来应该这样掌握，在句子中各个重读音节相隔的时间大致是相等的，重读音节之间的弱读音节要读得较快一些，就像唱歌时打拍子一样。
