Now, kite- surfing’s become a very popular sport in many parts of the world, and the number of kite-surfers is growing rapidly. However, people often don’t observe proper safety rules. This means it can be dangerous and there’ve been some nasty accidents. In fact, about 14% of accidents last year were fatal. Those deaths included some experienced kite- surfers.

So, to start with, get proper training! Kite-surfing isn’t something you can just learn by having a go. You should take a course with a certified kite-surfing instructor. That way you can learn how to set up your kite, use safety equipment and launch the kite. There are emergency techniques you need to learn. Also, you shouldn’t try kite- surfing if you don’t know how to swim.

Next, get proper protective clothing such as a helmet, a life jacket and wetsuit. You also need a safety release system, so you can get free of the kite at any time. Remember to check all your equipment every time you go out. If it’s winter, you’ll need extra clothing and gloves.

Right … so you’ve got your equipment and done some guided training, and you’re really keen to go out and practice your new sport. At this point, there’re two vital bits of advice I should give you.

First of all, choose the right location. Make sure there isn’t much activity on the water or beach. It’s really important to avoid collisions with other people or boats. There’ll often be people practicing other water sports, such as surfing, swimming and kayaking. There may also be people just having fun on the beach! And you really need to think about natural hazards such as rocks. Look out for any notices restricting kite-surfing----some places have a total ban on the sport.

Second, always check the weather. In particular, never go out if a storm is forecast. Also, you must check the speed and direction of the wind. Never go out in gusty weather as there is a risk of being pulled high into the air by the wind. This is called “lofting”. Actually, lofting causes a big proportion of serious accidents, so this is a real concern.

Finally, there’s the issue of bargaining. The first price you will hear will, of course, be too high. The locals see you as rich tourists and hope to get a good deal. A fair price is about 50% of the initial price. Be wary of friendly locals who want to ‘help’ you get the ‘best’ bargain. It’s likely that they will get some money for anything you buy, which of course pushes the price up. So while meeting people is one of the pleasures of travelling, you should be careful.

Hello everyone. This evening I'm going to give you a brief history of the Olympic Games. Then we'll look at some photos and film clips of great sporting moments from the past 100 or so years of the Games.                                          

The first record of the original Games in Greece dates back to 776 B.C., where there was one 200 meter race! By 722 B.C., there were 24 events. In 708 B.C., the pentathlon was held for the first time. This was a 5-sport event. Wrestling was also included. Over time, other events such as boxing, horse races and chariot racing were added. Women couldn't compete in any events; in fact, they were not even allowed to watch the games.

After a period of almost 1,170 years, the last of the ancient Games was held in 393 A.D. There was then a long time with no further Olympic Games. 

During the 1830s, there was a campaign to revive the Games1 with the first competition held in 1859, followed by some later Games also held in Greece.

Then the International Olympic Committee was founded in 1894, with the first modern international games being held in 1896. A total of 241 athletes from 14 nations competed for gold, silver and bronze. At the time, this was the biggest international sporting event ever held. From 1924, women were finally permitted to compete.        

Since 1896 there has been a gradual increase in the number of countries taking part and the number of sports included. At the Athens Summer Olympics in 2004, there were almost meters. There were almost11, 100 athletes from 202 countries. Events such as the marathon, cycling, sailing, soccer, judo, canoeing, basketball, water polo and rifle shooting have all been added to the modern Olympics. For the Beijing Olympics, planners planned for 302 events, over 28 sports.

The winter games were first held in 1924. Winter sports such as ice skating, ice hockey, bobsledding and skiing were held. These were not traditional Olympic sports, of course, as the climate in Athens was not cold enough.                        

Both the summer games and the winter games were held in the same year until 1992. Since that time, there has been a two-year gap between them. The 2006 winter Olympics offered 7 sports with 84 separate events.

Hello. Today I'm going to talk to you about the advantages and disadvantages of tourism.

To start off, I want to make clear that we can consider the impact of tourism at two levels. First of all, there are the global effects of tourism, which means the way any tourism affects the world as a whole. Then there are the local effects, which relate to the area of any particular tourist attraction, such as Mt Everest or the Grand Canyon.

On the global level, there can be positive effects, such as increased awareness by tourists of environmental and social issues in other places. On the other hand, there are many negative effects, such as factors leading to climate change. Note, for example, that about 60% of air travel is generated by tourism. In addition, there is the loss of various animals and plants as their habitat is reduced or destroyed by the expansion of tourism.

Right, now let's look at the local picture in more detail. What are some advantages that tourism brings to an area and its economy?

Well, it's certainly a way a region can make money and perhaps avoid 'dirty' industries such as steel mills or paper factories. In addition, the tourist industry creates jobs---many types of jobs, for people of various ages and skills. For example, the hotels, restaurants and shops all need staff; the people who make local arts and crafts are able to sell their goods; there are jobs for guides, for people supplying all sorts of food and local transport--including things like camel rides at the Pyramids.

Another important benefit is the opportunity local people have to improve their skills--for example, a hotel maid may move on to working in the restaurant, or a waiter may start training as a chef. Other people are able to start up small businesses supplying the hotels or restaurants.

I think both tourists and local people can benefit from the experience of other cultures; it increases understanding of how and why people have different customs.

Finally, of course, the income generated by tourism will ideally be used to set up better local education and health systems, improve local roads and waste disposal systems and provide for the conservation of animals, birds and plants in that region. In this way, the local area benefits from the tourists it provides for.

Now, sadly, there is also a variety of problems that go with tourism. These can be broadly grouped in three categories: pressure on natural resources, various kinds of pollution and other physical effects.

A huge problem is the amount of water that is required in a tourist area. Water is needed for the hotels and restaurants, the swimming pools, gardens and, of course, the golf courses.                                           It is claimed that a golf course in a tropical country uses as much water in a year as 60,000 village people. Often these are areas that already have a water shortage. Also, tourists use a lot more water when on holiday, especially in hot climates.

As population numbers may increase by as much as 10 times at peak season, this can lead to shortages of food for local people. All fresh vegetables, meat and fruit tend to be bought for the tourists. Similarly, tourism puts pressure on supplies of energy as large amounts are needed for heating or cooling of rooms, hot water for showers and so on. Good farm land is taken up by buildings, airports, golf courses and car parks.

Next, another significant issue for any major tourist area is pollution. This takes many forms, such as air pollution, noise pollution, littering problems, rubbish disposal, the amount of chemicals used for golf courses and swimming pools and the disposal of human waste. These all have to be managed—but often this isn't done well, as poor countries don’t have modern technology and facilities. That means, of course, that in the end the area becomes less attractive to tourists, because of the rubbish and the damage to the environment.

Air pollution results from the use of planes and diesel buses. For example, tourist buses often keep their engines running for hours at a site, so the tourists can return to a heated bus in winter, or a cool one if it's summer. Air pollution and acid rain cause significant damage to ancient buildings, such as the Taj Mahal.

As an example of noise pollution so many tourists now travel around Yellowstone Park on snow mobiles that the engines can be heard all over the park. As for rubbish--a cruise ship in the Caribbean on average has 600 crew members and 1400 passengers. Each passenger generates about 3.5 kgs of rubbish daily. Quite a lot of this ends up in the sea and along the shorelines, killing sea birds and other marine life.

Finally, there are other physical effects of tourism such as the destruction of coral reefs and beaches to use the coral and sand as building materials. This has happened in the Philippines. In addition, cruise ships dropping anchor can destroy large areas of reefs and the development of marinas can affect currents and change coastlines. The loss of wildlife habitat because of construction of tourist facilities is another effect. In addition, the pursuit of wildlife by tourists in jeeps and small planes can cause injuries and stress animals so much that their behavior changes; they may neglect their young or fail to mate.

As you can imagine, all these problems have to be managed or else such tourist attractions will seem less attractive and the tourists will go somewhere else.

Listening1:

Narrator: you are now going to hear a radio broadcast about the changes happening in school food kiosks.

Radio broadcaster: In view of current concerns about increasing numbers of obese children and teenagers, it comes as no surprise that school tuck shops are beginning to replace high-fat, high-sugar foods with healthy, low-fat options. Instead of the traditional unhealthy meat pies, sausage rolls and cream doughnuts, kids are being offered more wholesome options, such as fruit, and sandwiches made with wholegrain bread.

But what is the view of the general public and parents of school –aged children and teenagers on this issue? Many think it’s a great idea, saying that schools will encourage kids to develop healthy eating habits by providing healthy food options. Some, however, argue that schools should not be telling children what they can and can’t eat, and that children should be free to choose for themselves. Others argue that the reason for the increasing rate of obesity among youth is not enough exercise. These people suggest that schools spend more time teaching physical education.  Finally, these are those who believe that the parents, and not the school, are responsible for teaching a healthy attitude towards food and eating. The claim is that overweight kids come from overweight homes.

And what of the kids themselves? What do they think about this debate? Some of them say that if their favourite snacks are not available at school, they will simply stop at the corner store on the way to buy them. Others say that the junk food options still available at school----such as chips and fried chicken---are cheaper than the healthier options, and, therefore, they’d be more likely to choose these. For example, in one school tuck shop we visited, one portion of deep-fried chips and chicken cost ＄2.50，while a filled roll and a pot of low-fat yoghurt together cost＄4.

As with many of these types of issue, education and moderation are probably a good place to start. First ,it would help to ensure that parents know enough about healthy eating practices to be able to teach these to their children. This could include television publicity, newspaper inserts and brochures delivered to mailboxes. Secondly ,schools can encourage children to eat more fruit and vegetables, and fewer pies and chips by making sure that the majority of snacks and other food items for sale are healthy, while allowing a few unhealthy favourites to remain.

Listening 2

Narrator : you are going to hear a talk to school children about how to have a healthy lifestyle.

Nutritionist: Good morning, everyone. My name is Claire Higgins. I’m a nutritionist from the Department of Health. Your headmaster, Mr white has invited me here to talk to you today about healthy eating and active lifestyles.

Now ,as you’ll all be well aware, the school tuck shop has started to replace some of the junk food options on its menu  with much healthier fruit, salads and sandwiches. I realize that not all of you are happy with this change, but by introducing more fruit, vegetables and whole grains to your diet, you will be healthier and happier in the long run.

You may or may not already know that health experts recommend at least five servings of fresh fruit and vegetables per day----and more if you can manage it. This means at least three portions of vegetables and at least two pieces of fruit every day to stay healthy.

As an example menu, you could consider cutting up a banana on your cereal for breakfast in the morning. Remember that breakfast is the most important meal of the day. Those who decide to miss breakfast are usually very hungry by late morning, and often resort to unhealthy, sugary snacks. Missing breakfast can also make you sleepy, and prevent you from concentrating in class---so make sure you always eat a good breakfast.

To continue with our menu, morning tea could be a piece of fruit, such as an apple, pear or kiwifruit, or a vegetable---such as a carrot or piece of celery----cut into sticks. For lunch, you could have a salad sandwich on wholegrain bread, or some kind of cooked grain, like rice, with steamed or boiled vegetable. At dinner time, be sure to include servings of several different vegetables. Try to make advantage of what’s in season, and choose a variety of colours---green, orange and white. Again, make sure that you use a low-fat cooking method----steaming, boiling, or stir-frying in a small amount of oil. Additionally, in summer, fresh vegetables can be washed and served raw in a salad with a low-fat dressing. You will also know that as part of a healthy lifestyle, you need to be active and include some kind of physical exercise in your daily programme. For children and teenagers, we recommend at least 30 minutes of exercise per day. This could mean, for example, walking or biking to school instead of going in the car or catching the bus or train. Where this isn’t possible, you could spend your evenings kicking a ball around in your backyard, or having a game of basketball or tennis with friends at the local court. You could also consider joining a   sports club or doing another kind of physical activity, such as dancing or horse-riding.

And the next time you go to your school tuck shop, pick one of the healthier foods on offer.  You’ll be surprised at how much better it’ll make you feel.

Narrator: You are going to hear a talk about glass recycling.

Narrator 2:

Glass recycling is now a standard process in many towns and cities of the world. Millions of glass items are used every day, with bottles, jars and light bulbs being among the most common.  The process of recycling glass rather than making it new saves energy and reduces the amount of waste at landfills. The first step in the process of recycling household glass is to wash the items in warm, soapy water. This is to ensure that there isn’t any drink or food left on the glass. Secondly, the jars and bottles are collected by one of two systems, depending on the town or city,. In some place, bottles and jars are taken by the general public to bottle banks. Bottle banks are large recycling bins, usually with three holes that enable the glass be separated by colors, --clear, brown or green. In other cities, people put their bottles and jars in a container which they leave outside their house on a set day of the week. A truck then comes past, and the glass is collected sand stored into different colors by glass collection companies.

Thirdly, the glass is taken to a glass plant, where the actual recycling process takes place. At the glass plant, one of two things can happen. In the first case, the bottles are sterilized and then reused for their original purpose----- that is , soft drink bottles are filled with soft drinks, or jam jars are refilled with jam, and so on. Reusing bottles as they are saves money, and saves more energy than the second process. In the second case, the glass is melted down and made into new bottles or other products entirely. First, all of the glass of one color is placed into a big crushing machine and broken into small pieces. It is important to separate the different types and colors of glass, because they have different chemical properties. Then, the crushed glass is mixed with amounts of sand, ash and limestone and placed in a furnace to be melted.

Finally, most of the melted glass is poured to make new bottles and jars. However, depending on the quality, it can be used to make other products, including floor tiles and fiberglass.   ]

Narrator: You are going to hear a talk about the recycling process for aluminum cans.

Every year, millions and millions of drink cans are sold around world. Approximately 75 percent of these drink cans are made of aluminum. The process of recycling these cans is very important because it saves energy and reduces the amount of waste in landfills.

In the first step in the recycling process, the used cans are collated. As with glass bottles and jars, this means that the cans are either taken by the general public to large recycling bins—known as ‘can banks’ –outside people’s houses by can collection companies. Secondly, the cans are taken special centers, where they are checked for any liquid, paper or other materials that could be a problem for the recycling process. Thirdly, the cans are then transported to a recycling plant, where a machine cuts them into small pieces. Then the pieces of aluminum are melted in a very hot furnace, before being poured into huge moulds and left to go cold.

In the next stage, the big blocks of aluminum are taken to another plant for rolling. First, they are heated and then rolled by a machine to make them thin. Next, they are left to cool, before being rolled a second time until they are thin enough to make new aluminum cans. The thin pieces of aluminum are then put into another machine where they are cut up and made into new cans. After this, the new cans are painted with the colors and the logo of the drink company.

In the final stages, the cans are placed in a oven to dry, before being washed. Lastly, the new, clean aluminum cans are filled with gas and liquid. They are now ready to be transported to shops, supermarkets and drink machines for people to buy. Then, they recycling process begins all over again.   ]

Narrator 2: Good morning everyone. Today as part of our focus on safety rules you should follow.
Now, kite- surfing’s become a very popular sport in many parts of the world, and the number of kite-surfers is growing rapidly. However, people often don’t observe proper safety rules. This means it can be dangerous and there’ve been some nasty accidents. In fact, about 14% of accidents last year were fatal. Those deaths included some experienced kite- surfers.

So, to start with, get proper training! Kite-surfing isn’t something you can just learn by having a go. You should take a course with a certified kite-surfing instructor. That way you can learn how to set up your kite, use safety equipment and launch the kite. There are emergency techniques you need to learn. Also, you shouldn’t try kite- surfing if you don’t know how to swim.

Next, get proper protective clothing such as a helmet, a life jacket and wetsuit. You also need a safety release system, so you can get free of the kite at any time. Remember to check all your equipment every time you go out. If it’s winter, you’ll need extra clothing and gloves.

Right … so you’ve got your equipment and done some guided training, and you’re really keen to go out and practice your new sport. At this point, there’re two vital bits of advice I should give you.

First of all, choose the right location. Make sure there isn’t much activity on the water or beach. It’s really important to avoid collisions with other people or boats. There’ll often be people practicing other water sports, such as surfing, swimming and kayaking. There may also be people just having fun on the beach! And you really need to think about natural hazards such as rocks. Look out for any notices restricting kite-surfing----some places have a total ban on the sport.

Second, always check the weather. In particular, never go out if a storm is forecast. Also, you must check the speed and direction of the wind. Never go out in gusty weather as there is a risk of being pulled high into the air by the wind. This is called “lofting”. Actually, lofting causes a big proportion of serious accidents, so this is a real concern.

We’re going to visit the market in the old part of the city in the morning, and look around the palace after lunch. So there’s quite a lot of walking. I hope you all have comfortable footwear!

More importantly, tough, we need to talk about how you can protect yourselves against theft, as the market is very crowded. Thieves love the combination of crowds and the tourists and the Kizani market has a reputation for theft.

First of all, leave your passport, tickets, and other essential documents in the hotel safe. You won’t need them tomorrow and it’s not worth the risk of having them stolen.

Second, you should carry enough cash for the day in a couple of buttoned or zipped pockets, for minor purchases. Keep any other money in a money bag or belt which you wear under your clothes, so it is not visible and doesn’t attract attention. never get money out unless some of your tour members are with you. 

Third, don’t use a waist bag for valuable, as it is too obvious! It’s ok to have one for carrying minor items like tissues(纸巾), eye drops(滴眼液) and cheap reading glasses, but you mustn’t keep your passport or money in it. In a crowded market, it is easy for a pair of thieves to bump and push you. You won’t realize the waist bag has been taken till it’s too late.

Next, hold equipment such as a camera all the time. Never put it on a table or on the ground, even if you are sitting right beside it. And always be suspicious of a group of young people crowding around you, as they may distract you while one of them takes something.

Finally, there’s the issue of bargaining. The first price you will hear will, of course, be too high. The locals see you as rich tourists and hope to get a good deal. A fair price is about 50% of the initial price. Be wary of friendly locals who want to ‘help’ you get the ‘best’ bargain. It’s likely that they will get some money for anything you buy, which of course pushes the price up. So while meeting people is one of the pleasures of travelling, you should be careful.

Hello everyone. This evening I'm going to give you a brief history of the Olympic Games. Then we'll look at some photos and film clips of great sporting moments from the past 100 or so years of the Games.                                          

The first record of the original Games in Greece dates back to 776 B.C., where there was one 200 meter race! By 722 B.C., there were 24 events. In 708 B.C., the pentathlon was held for the first time. This was a 5-sport event. Wrestling was also included. Over time, other events such as boxing, horse races and chariot racing were added. Women couldn't compete in any events; in fact, they were not even allowed to watch the games.

After a period of almost 1,170 years, the last of the ancient Games was held in 393 A.D. There was then a long time with no further Olympic Games. 

During the 1830s, there was a campaign to revive the Games1 with the first competition held in 1859, followed by some later Games also held in Greece.

Then the International Olympic Committee was founded in 1894, with the first modern international games being held in 1896. A total of 241 athletes from 14 nations competed for gold, silver and bronze. At the time, this was the biggest international sporting event ever held. From 1924, women were finally permitted to compete.        

Since 1896 there has been a gradual increase in the number of countries taking part and the number of sports included. At the Athens Summer Olympics in 2004, there were almost meters. There were almost11, 100 athletes from 202 countries. Events such as the marathon, cycling, sailing, soccer, judo, canoeing, basketball, water polo and rifle shooting have all been added to the modern Olympics. For the Beijing Olympics, planners planned for 302 events, over 28 sports.

The winter games were first held in 1924. Winter sports such as ice skating, ice hockey, bobsledding and skiing were held. These were not traditional Olympic sports, of course, as the climate in Athens was not cold enough.                        

Both the summer games and the winter games were held in the same year until 1992. Since that time, there has been a two-year gap between them. The 2006 winter Olympics offered 7 sports with 84 separate events.

Good evening everyone and welcome! Tonight I'm going to give you a brief history of flight. Then you can look more closely at the exhibition of pictures on the walls around you. 

As you probably know, men dreamt of flying for hundreds of years. Finally two brothers demonstrated their hot air balloon in June 1783 in France, to the amazement of all who were watching. Later that year, in September 1783, the same men flew a hot air balloon with three ‘passengers’—a sheep, a rooster and a duck! Their next flight a month later had two human passengers. In January 1784, they flew a giant balloon with seven passengers to a height of approximately a thousand meters.

Over the next one hundred or more years, various people devoted their lives to the mystery of flight. For example, an Englishman, Sir George Cayley worked on it for more than 50 years until his death in 1857. There were several key problems. That faced anyone wishing to fly. These included things like how to get the 'lift' to get the plane in the air, and how to power the plane without adding too much weight. By the first decade of the twentieth century, there was a fascination with flying and attempts to fly were being made in many parts of the world. Gliders had already been flown successfully in the 1890s, and the first successful airships flew in the early 1900s.

The Wright brothers in America were the first to truly fly a fixed-wing a plane, in 1903. Their first flight was only 35 meters, but by 1905 they could stay in the air for 30 minutes and fly in a circle.

Early planes relied solely on propellers. Although scientists had understood the principles of jet engines for ages, the first flight of a jet-driven plane didn't take place until 1939. By the 1950s, the use of jet engines in aeroplanes led to a revolution in aeroplane design.

The idea of helicopters dates back through the ages, with various designers working on vertical flight but lacking a lightweight engine with enough power to make it possible. The first successful manned flight by a helicopter took place in 1907, but only lasted very briefly. It was not until 1924 that a helicopter managed to fly for 14 minutes at a height of 15 meters.

To start off, I want to make clear that we can consider the impact of tourism at two levels. First of all, there are the global effects of tourism, which means the way any tourism affects the world as a whole. Then there are the local effects, which relate to the area of any particular tourist attraction, such as Mt Everest or the Grand Canyon.

On the global level, there can be positive effects, such as increased awareness by tourists of environmental and social issues in other places. On the other hand, there are many negative effects, such as factors leading to climate change. Note, for example, that about 60% of air travel is generated by tourism. In addition, there is the loss of various animals and plants as their habitat is reduced or destroyed by the expansion of tourism.

Right, now let's look at the local picture in more detail. What are some advantages that tourism brings to an area and its economy?

Well, it's certainly a way a region can make money and perhaps avoid 'dirty' industries such as steel mills or paper factories. In addition, the tourist industry creates jobs---many types of jobs, for people of various ages and skills. For example, the hotels, restaurants and shops all need staff; the people who make local arts and crafts are able to sell their goods; there are jobs for guides, for people supplying all sorts of food and local transport--including things like camel rides at the Pyramids.

Another important benefit is the opportunity local people have to improve their skills--for example, a hotel maid may move on to working in the restaurant, or a waiter may start training as a chef. Other people are able to start up small businesses supplying the hotels or restaurants.

I think both tourists and local people can benefit from the experience of other cultures; it increases understanding of how and why people have different customs.

Finally, of course, the income generated by tourism will ideally be used to set up better local education and health systems, improve local roads and waste disposal systems and provide for the conservation of animals, birds and plants in that region. In this way, the local area benefits from the tourists it provides for.  ]

Now, sadly, there is also a variety of problems that go with tourism. These can be broadly grouped in three categories: pressure on natural resources, various kinds of pollution and other physical effects.

A huge problem is the amount of water that is required in a tourist area. Water is needed for the hotels and restaurants, the swimming pools, gardens and, of course, the golf courses.                                           It is claimed that a golf course in a tropical country uses as much water in a year as 60,000 village people. Often these are areas that already have a water shortage. Also, tourists use a lot more water when on holiday, especially in hot climates.

As population numbers may increase by as much as 10 times at peak season, this can lead to shortages of food for local people. All fresh vegetables, meat and fruit tend to be bought for the tourists. Similarly, tourism puts pressure on supplies of energy as large amounts are needed for heating or cooling of rooms, hot water for showers and so on. Good farm land is taken up by buildings, airports, golf courses and car parks.

Next, another significant issue for any major tourist area is pollution. This takes many forms, such as air pollution, noise pollution, littering problems, rubbish disposal, the amount of chemicals used for golf courses and swimming pools and the disposal of human waste. These all have to be managed—but often this isn't done well, as poor countries don’t have modern technology and facilities. That means, of course, that in the end the area becomes less attractive to tourists, because of the rubbish and the damage to the environment.

Air pollution results from the use of planes and diesel buses. For example, tourist buses often keep their engines running for hours at a site, so the tourists can return to a heated bus in winter, or a cool one if it's summer. Air pollution and acid rain cause significant damage to ancient buildings, such as the Taj Mahal.

As an example of noise pollution so many tourists now travel around Yellowstone Park on snow mobiles that the engines can be heard all over the park. As for rubbish--a cruise ship in the Caribbean on average has 600 crew members and 1400 passengers. Each passenger generates about 3.5 kgs of rubbish daily. Quite a lot of this ends up in the sea and along the shorelines, killing sea birds and other marine life.

Finally, there are other physical effects of tourism such as the destruction of coral reefs and beaches to use the coral and sand as building materials. This has happened in the Philippines. In addition, cruise ships dropping anchor can destroy large areas of reefs and the development of marinas can affect currents and change coastlines. The loss of wildlife habitat because of construction of tourist facilities is another effect. In addition, the pursuit of wildlife by tourists in jeeps and small planes can cause injuries and stress animals so much that their behavior changes; they may neglect their young or fail to mate.

As you can imagine, all these problems have to be managed or else such tourist attractions will seem less attractive and the tourists will go somewhere else.  ]

A useful method for writing difficult vocabulary items in a listening test is to write the letters of the sounds you hear, and continue listening. When the listening is finished, you can go back and correct your spelling. Otherwise, if you spend too much time thinking about how to spell a word, you could miss the next answer in the listening! 





TIP：


A useful method to practise answering flow-chart completion questions is listening to longer texts to complete short deScriptions. Listen for the missing words and write them down exactly as you hear them.





TIP：


Another useful skill when answering flow-chart completion questions is prediction. Before you listen, look at the flow chart and think about what the missing word might be. For example, do you think there will be a deScription? A process? A product name?





TIP：


When describing a process( for example, in a flow-chart) we often do not say who does the actions. Instead, the passive form of the verb is used. Make sure you can recognize passive forms when you hear them.

Another useful skill when answering sentence completion question is prediction. Before you listen, look at the sentence and think about what the missing words might be. Remember, there may be one, two or three words in each space.





TIP：Question tags are used when you want to confirm something you say. The intonation of question tags shows whether you are sure about the information or not. Question tags with falling intonation show certainty, and rising intonation shows uncertainty.
